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Institut für Umweltplanung (IUP),  
Gottfried Wilhelm Leibniz Univer-
sität Hannover, Germany.  Each year 
several students from BOKU and IUP 
participate in an exchange program 
with WVU. In summer 2011, 5 WVU 
students, 7 BOKU students, and 2 
students from Germany participat-
ed.  We have focused on participat-
ing in student exchanges, education 
and student research projects at all 
three universities.  In addition, we 
continue to publish peer-reviewed 
manuscripts and present research 
findings and educational outcomes 
at various symposia, both in the US 
and abroad.  The most recent devel-
opment in this relationship between 
WVU DFNR and BOKU is the oppor-
tunity to initiate a cotutelle Doc-
toral program for a BOKU student 
interested in working with Dr. Burns 
and Dr. Anrberger (BOKU).

EnvironMentors

We have started a program at 
WVU called EnvironMentors.  It is 
a national program started by the 
National Council for Science and 

university in West Virginia,” says As-
sociate Provost of Graduate Studies, 
Dr. Jonathan Cumming.

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at WVU, and with the encouragement 
of Dr. Gus Tryon, Jim applied to and 
was accepted at Yale. Prior to, during, 
and immediately following his stud-
ies at Yale, Jim worked as a Research 
Assistant for the U.S. Forest Service in 
Orono, Maine; Parsons, West Virginia; 
Laurel, Maryland; and at the Morris 
Arboretum in Philadelphia. He then 
served in the U.S. Army’s Counter 
Intelligence Corps from 1955 – 1957. 

Upon returning from the Army in 
1957, Jim began work at WVU. With 
the help of his close friend and men-
tor, Dr. Tryon, he began research in 
Christmas tree production and mined-
land reclamation. In 1961, Jim was 
named an Assistant Professor, con-
tinuing his research responsibilities, 
while teaching Seeding and Planting 
and serving as an undergraduate 
advisor. In 1964 and 1965, he moved 
to East Lansing, Michigan to complete 
course work, exams, field research, 
and other requirements for his PhD at 
Michigan State University. 

Jim then returned to WVU and re-
sumed his previous duties. He was 
named an Associate Professor in 1967 
and also taught half of the Fire Protec-
tion course and the artificial regenera-
tion portion of Silviculture. Jim’s work 
with the WV Christmas Tree Growers 
Association, and his research and 
publications in that field, led him to 
give many presentations throughout 
the East, Midwest, and South. That 
worked to Ohio’s benefit and West 
Virginia’s loss, when in 1970, he ac-
cepted an Associate Professor posi-
tion with Ohio State University (OSU) 
at the Ohio Agricultural Research 
and Development Center (OARDC) in 
Wooster, Ohio. 

Jim has remained in the Wooster area 
to this day. He became a full Professor, 
Associate Chair of the Division, Associ-
ate Director, Acting Director, and since 

retirement from full-time work in 1995, 
he has been Professor Emeritus in OSU’s 
School of Environment and Natural Re-
sources. In addition to teaching, advising, 
and continuing his research on Christmas 
trees, Jim spent considerable time study-
ing mined-land reclamation and forest 
soil/site relationships. He later assumed 
numerous administrative responsibilities 
at both OSU and OARDC.

Jim has authored or co-authored over 
115 research publications, given more 
presentations than you can count, and 
belongs to many organizations, including 
SAF, the Soil Science Society, the Ohio 
Christmas Tree Association, and others. 
He was named a Fellow in the national 
SAF in 1986, received the Ohio SAF 
Outstanding Member Award in 1987, and 
was elected to the Ohio Christmas Tree 
Hall of Fame in 1996. Jim has also served 
on advisory committees at Hocking 
College, Ohio DNR, the Ohio Federation 
of Soil and Water Districts, and the Ohio 
Forestry Association. 

I am so pleased that Jim Brown was 
named Outstanding Alumnus for 2011. It 
is well deserved. He taught two classes 
that I took as an undergraduate at WVU; 
he was an excellent instructor. I later 
worked closely with him on various proj-
ects in Ohio when we both served in the 
Ohio Forestry Association and the Ohio 
SAF in the 1980’s. I have gotten to know 
Jim well over the years and he has always 
been an excellent ambassador for the 
forestry program at WVU. He has been 
instrumental in developing and solidify-
ing the Gus Tryon Scholarship presented 
annually by the WVU Forestry Alumni 
Association.

The WVU Division of Forestry’s

was a 1953 graduate of WVU with 
a BS in Forest Management. He re-
ceived a Masters in Forest Silviculture 
from Yale in 1954 and his PhD in 
Forest Genetics and Forest Soils from 
Michigan State in 1967. 

Jim Brown grew up in Nicholas 
County, WV and graduated from 
Richwood High School. He entered 
WVU in the Fall of 1949. Jim remi-
nisced, “WVU had about 4,000 stu-
dents at the time, but it looked huge 
compared to Richwood. I stood in 
line at the old Field House to register 
as a freshman.  I was interested in 
forestry, but I had just about de-
cided to sign up for the mechanical 
engineering program. However, that 
line was too long and the forestry 
line that day was much shorter. So, 
I signed up for forestry and I never 
regretted it.” 

That was forestry’s gain and engi-
neering’s loss, for sure. But Jim was 
a natural fit for forestry. Both sides 
of his family in Nicholas County had 
been involved in farming, logging, 
and lumbering for years. That area 
was, in many ways, the heart of 
forestry in West Virginia. In fact, 
his uncle had been the Superinten-
dent of the old Cherry River Boom 
and Lumber Company in Richwood. 
Jim had grown up around forestry, 
logging, sawmills, hunting, fishing 
and the whole bit. So, on to forestry 
school it was.

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WVU Division of Forestry Alumni Endowment Fund Report

The WVU Division of Forestry Alumni Endowment Fund was formed by the WVU Division of Forestry Alumni Association in 
1969 for the purpose of providing scholarships for students enrolled in the programs of the Division of Forestry and Natural 
Resources.  It operates totally with contributions from alumni, friends and other interested individuals and companies.  Only 
the revenue earned from the invested donations can be expended for scholarships.

Sufficient earnings accrued by 1989 to enable the Trust Committee to start awarding scholarships.  Since that time, 67 
scholarships have been awarded.  There are currently 7 scholarships in effect. The regular scholarships are $2,000.00 per 
semester and are the best provided in the Division.  The Freshman and Transfer Scholarship are for $500.00 per semester.  
Both are for only one year and the recipients are eligible to apply for a regular scholarship the following year.  The regular 
scholarships, once awarded, are multi-year and continue until the student graduates as long as the student maintains high 
moral and academic standards. 

The overall fund is composed of the General Fund and two endowed funds, one each in memory of W. Clement Percival and 
George W. Myles.  Balances in the funds are as follows:

The General Fund is composed of the general donations as well as eight sub-funds within it.  These are in memory of Asher 
W. Kelly, Jr., Orris D. McCauley, Herman G. Yeager, Thomas G. Clark, Tilden Norris and Henry Clay Smith  and one special fund 
in honor of Kenneth L. Carvell.  A special fund was also authorized by the membership at the April, 2010 meeting in which 
the Life Membership payments are now being deposited.  None of the memorial or special funds is at the level necessary 
to sustain an annual scholarship.  The Trust Committee has found it necessary to alternate the name in which a scholarship 
is awarded until such time a fund reaches  a sustainable level.  To date this year, the fund has received 9 donations totaling 
$8,430.00.  This is below the level experienced last year.

The fund is financed through donations from graduates, friends, employers and families.  The goal of the Trust Committee 
is to increase the value of the fund to $1,000,000.00.  You can be a part of this growth.  Tax deductible contributions to the 
General Fund or a special fund within it may be made payable to the WVU Forestry Endowment Fund and mailed to 806
